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After a steady growth over the last 7 years, A 
Woman’s Place is on the move!  Their new building 
at 401 S. 2nd Street in Cabot is large enough for fu-
ture expansion.  In October 2008 they signed a con-
tract that allows them to rent part of the building 
while giving them 18 months to raise the capital nec-
essary to purchase the building completely.  They 
need your help! 
 
The building is 5,500 square feet and the cost is 
$225,000 plus closing costs, taxes, insurance and 
repairs.  They are hoping to raise the capital one 
square foot at a time.  The cost of one sq. foot is 
$50.  The $40.90 goes directly to the cost of the 
building and the $9.10 will help pay for the closing 
costs, taxes, insurance and necessary building re-
pairs.  Any remaining money will be placed in a 
building fund for future needs. 
 
Two ways you can donate to the building fund are: 
1. One-time donation for the number of sq. ft. do-

nated:  $50 per sq. ft. paid by check, cash or 
credit/debit. 

2. Monthly/Quarterly donations until you’ve 
bought your desired amount of sq. ft. 

 
The donation can be designated via family, group, 
Sunday school class, committee or business name, 
honor/memory of loved one etc. or remain anony-
mous.  A placard for the main lobby of the building 
will be used to display the names of those who 
helped them purchase the building debt free.
