CP Growth, Outreach Through Missions  
Education—One Church’s Experience 

How Marion FBC uses mission education  
for outreach and evangelism

During the 2007 annual Arkansas Baptist State Convention, 
First Baptist, Marion, was recognized for its growth in giving 
through the Cooperative Program.  In receiving the award, 
Pastor Clay Hallmark credited missions education as key to 
this growth.  Of course his remark caught my interest.  Later, I 
learned First, Marion, also uses these same missions organiza-
tions as a vital part of the church’s FAITH Evangelism out-
reach.  Intrigued, I sat down with Pastor Hallmark and Chil-
dren’s Minister Shirley Forrest to hear the full story.  Follow-
ing is my interview.                         

Cindy McClain, MST Team Leader 
 
McClain:  Tell me about outreach through the afterschool pro-
gram. 
Hallmark:   Our afterschool program starts up right after Labor 
Day.  We send home, through the schools, information for par-
ents to register their children.  Children who are registered are 
picked up by our vans after school lets out on Wednesdays and 
brought to our church.  Once here, they are given a snack, 
helped with homework, and given some play time.  Then, we 
serve them dinner at 5:00, and at 5:30 they go to graded choir 
classes for an hour, and then to graded GA and RA classes for 
an hour.  At 7:30 our vans take them home.  We average 120 to 
150 children each week. 
Forrest:  We charge $20 per semester registration fee, which 
doesn’t cover all expenses but at least asks the parent to con-
tribute some toward the cost. 
Hallmark:   The children who attend are a mix of unchurched 
children, children from other churches in town that don’t offer 
a Wednesday night program, and our own children.  Our 
FAITH Evangelism teams then follow up with the parents of 
the unchurched children. 
McClain:   So you have a steady supply of contacts for FAITH 
teams. 
Hallmark:   Yes.  And at the end of the year we hold a special 
program.  The children put on a concert and receive badges 
earned through GA and RA.  Parents and other family members 
enjoy attending and we use this event as another opportunity 
for evangelism. 
McClain:  So GA and RA programs are not only for church 
children? 
Hallmark:   No.  Children by nature care about others, so mis-
sions education plays into their nature.  They’re intrigued by 
learning about other countries and people.  In teaching them 
about missions you can bridge why we do missions to tell them 
about Jesus as well. 
McClain:   Why do you attribute growth in CP giving to mis-
sions education? 
Hallmark:  If we really want to increase CP giving, we must 
start with children.  When they learn to support the CP in child-
hood, it will more likely stay with them.  In GA and RA, chil-
dren learn about the CP.  They learn how CP money is used.  
They get to meet missionaries and do missions themselves 
through projects.  Here at First Baptist, Marion, GA and RA 
are a part of our overall CP emphasis. 
McClain:   At a time when many churches have dropped mis-
sions education, your programs have grown.  Why is that? 

Hallmark:  Several factors.  The pastor has to be sold out to 
missions ed.  Giving lip service doesn’t cut it.  Second, the 
church must have an overall missions strategy that focuses the 
church outward and includes missions education.  Third, you 
must recruit your very best children’s workers to lead missions 
classes and make sure they know how to use the material.  
Leadership is key. 
McClain:   Where did your commitment to missions education 
come from? 
Hallmark:   I grew up in Mission Friends and RAs.  I know 
what missions education did for me.  My father was a pastor 
and had a similar commitment. 
Forrest:  My mother was my example.  She was always reach-
ing out and helping others, and she taught me to do that too. 
McClain:   What do you say to churches who think missions 
education doesn’t work anymore? 
Hallmark:  Stop cheating your children.  Give children the 
opportunity to learn what the Bible says about telling others 
about Christ.  Our children have a ball learning what the Bible 
says and learning how to apply it.  Through missions, children 
develop a passion that stays with them.  If we don’t encourage 
children through missions, we’re losing our missions force for 
the future. 

Where is the future of your church? 
 
Pastor Greg Addison of Cabot FBC said during our Annual 
Celebration, ”Of the 3 million Arkansans, 800,000 are 4th gen-
eration of unchurched.  This is the same world Nehemiah lived 
in as well; born in captivity and bondage.  While he’d never 
been to the birthplace of his faith (Jerusalem) he had a desire 
to know what was going on there.  The book of Nehemiah is not 
about the messenger but about the heart of the messenger.  Will 
we have enough of a heart to open up for God to change our 
life and those around us by recommitting ourselves to mis-
sions?  In today’s world we are losing this battle.  Of slightly 
over 46,000 SBC churches 60% of them have declined or pla-
teau.  In 5-10 years they won’t be there.  We now baptize less 
people than we did in 1950.  As churches we must recognize 
that people are in distress and the walls are broken down.  Of 
three generations, every ten children that attend church, 8 will 
be out of church by the time they are young adults.  In verse 4 
Nehemiah wept and mourned for many days after hearing the 
similar news of his nation.  What will our response be?”
